
     I ran across this definition of a follower of Jesus the other day.  I 
thought it is simple and accurate.  A disciple of Jesus knows the Gospel, 
lives the Gospel, and proclaims the Gospel.  This is something I can re-
member and use to measure how I am doing as a disciple.   

It is also a good way to determine how Lifelines is doing in all of our discipleship Bible 
studies.  Are those that are attending growing in each of these areas?  It could change 
how we present some of the Bible stories.  It could also change how we talk about apply-
ing these stories to their lives.  Numbers are important because people matter to God.  
However, numbers are a poor way to measure the success of any group of disciples of 
Jesus.  Numbers were important to Jesus but they were not of primary importance.  He 
taught the original twelve disciples to share the Gospel, live the Gospel, and proclaim the 
Gospel in the power of the Holy Spirit. 

I loved the story Mama Lou has written on the back page about the two boys accepting 
Jesus this past week at Woodland Hills Youth Development Center (Youth Prison).  One 
of the boys prayed to receive Christ and then lead the second boy to receive Jesus.  The 
Gospel always flows through relationships.  We go to prisons, apartments communities, 
and provide food and clothing on Thursdays to be able to build relationships and to share 
the love of Jesus to those who might not ever attend a church building.  Then we hang 
around long enough to make sure they hear the Gospel, begin living the Gospel, and pro-
claiming the Gospel to their family, friends, and neighbors.

Today at Woodland Hills we looked at four special Bible verses. I had written out the 

verses, a few words on each card along with the Bible references. I laid the cards out in 

the correct order. We read the verses and then talked about each one. We scrambled the 

cards for the boys, (with a very enthusiastic guard joining in) and they put the words in 

the correct order. We were trying to reinforce decisions that were 

made last week. 

 

Last week Deandreôs first words were: ñToday is the day!ò I thought he was getting 

some kind of award or maybe his family was going to visit. We were on the last session 

of making sure they understood what it means to be a Christian and what you do to be-

come one. Our worksheet was designed in a way that they would go through the process 

step by step. They had been told to think and pray about their own personal decision and 

what their response would be. Thatôs when Deandre told us he was ready to pray. He 

thought he did not need any help and prayed a longer prayer than I think I have ever 

heard a new believer pray. It was an emotional time for all of us. Our time was up but 

Deandre turned to Clifton and said, ñNow itôs your turn.ò Clifton started to pray and then 

began laughing. The guard talked softly to him and he became very serious as he prayed 

and asked for forgiveness. The guard then asked if he could pray. It was a good day. 

 

Today we talked about the decisions. All of the Bible verses that we used were promises 

to those who choose Christ. Clifton told us he was sorry for laughing but that he was 

afraid he would not say the right words.  

 

William will quickly tell you he is a Christian. He wants us to help him learn to talk to 

God. Weôve got lots of work to do before the boys get back into a life outside Woodland 

Hills.  

 

By the way, the boys said I could use their real names because they have asked God to 

take away sins that made them guilty.
